Packing Guide

We've put our heads together, and compiled this comprehensive packing guide to help you along your way.

As daunting as packing your entire property into boxes can seem, it needn't be. Simply follow this advice, and do your
best to be methodical about packing. It is much better to go through your home packing a room at a time, than start
packing all rooms at the same time.

THE SECRET TO GOOD PACKING

Packing non-fragile items such as books, paperwork and linen is relatively simple: aim to use as much of the available
space in the box as possible, without overfilling. The box should close completely, and not be bulging; both of these greatly
reduce the structural integrity of the box.

When it comes to delicate and fragile items, the real trick is in ensuring that items cannot rub against each other, whilst not
leaving empty space in the box for the contents to move around. This may seem counterintuitive, but careful item selection
and use of packing paper will ensure that your items are as safe as houses.

ASSEMBLING THE BOXES
1. Open up the flat-packed box, forming a 3. Fold the second opposing pair of flaps down,
square tube.

LABELLING THE BOXES

Please write on the tape over the join on the top of the box, not on the box itself. We recommend labelling each box with
the room that it has come from, its contents and whether or not it is fragile.
